Bill 2013-19 Property Tax Ballot April 2014


Discussion ensued as a continuation of this agenda item, from the previous October , November and December 2013 Board Meeting discussions. The deadline for ballot placement will be January 28, 2014. The rate of .25 cents per 100 dollars assessed value was discussed as an amount of possible taxation. A widespread dialogue and possible door-to-door information, as well as open town hall meetings will be required to present the info to the community. Alderman Schmidt has extensive knowledge in the subject form his work passing Fire District tax issues and offered to review and compute the  161+/- resident properties to enable that info to be presented to each resident.      


Bill 2013-19 was introduced, read and tabled at the December 2013 Board Meeting. 


Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to remove the bill from the table.

Discussion continued by the Board members on whether the 'timing' of this proposed property tax was a good thing. Also discussed was how to continue operating basically without any monies set aside for future projects, and to be operating negatively in the Wastewater Fund. Discussion ensued on funding of infrastructure to encourage growth in the Downtown Special District. Thoughts were given on researching what neighboring municipalities pay for property tax to continue City operations and services. Much time and consideration was given to this proposal by all of the Board Members and the Mayor, City Attorney and City Clerk.

Engineering Report


City Engineer Tom Rothermich was out of town and unable to attend. He has been working on updating our City Zoning Map, as there have been many zoning and subdivision changes since that 2010 copy was made by GBA.
7th Item:
Sewer Updates

The City has 161 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $4204.78. 

Additional license plate info was provided and forwarded to the City Attorney to complete the levy paperwork being prepared for the levy of an Ostmann asset for payment of the $3785.xx amount owed as outstanding balance on the wastewater account. Although the amount owed to the City, on the Ostmann account is $3785.xx; the only amount that will be collected and paid is the $3171.66 owed, which was termed to be collected at the time of the court proceedings in 2012. The remainder balance will remain owed and outstanding, to be collected in the future.

The levy has now  been filed and issued to the Sheriff's Dept. and both vehicles will attempt to be picked up by March 3 for auction and liquidation to pay accounts owed.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. There is no further progress on the Wentzville Agreement originally Bill 2013-01 and now re-numbered Bill 2014-02.

a) Update on Wentzville Agreement 2014-01
Nothing to report.

City Attorney Matt Fairless continued with updates on the potential annexation of Mette Rd./Hwy P properties What continues to be in dispute, by St. Charles County, is whether Mette Rd belongs to the City currently. It appears that the County includes Mette Rd in our 6.98 miles of roads, and we are charged accordingly for all snow removal and maintenance. If it does not, then procedures before the County Council, will need to be followed to first annex in Mette Rd. and then move forward with voluntary or a ballot proposal for involuntary annexation. The Board will need to make a decision, if the parcel identified as #1, owned by Galbierz does not wish to voluntarily annex. The alternative would be involuntary annexation and this would need to be placed on the April ballot, with a deadline of the January 14 Board Meeting, and January 28 for the certification to the Election Authority. The 15% boundary requirement will need to be reviewed by City Engineer Tom Rothermich. 

Other info presented was a draft of a letter to the Wentzville Fire Protection District for right of refusal on the Mette Rd. firehouse property, detailed  info on the Ostmann judgement and its process with the Sheriffs Department and research was provided on MO State sales tax collection.
