Engineering Report


City Engineer Tom Rothermich was in attendance and had no major items to report. He has performed sewer tap connections on 2 new homes under construction and has met with one new home owner along Mexico Rd. Due to the elevations of the 

property and the line to be connected to the Mexico Rd lift station; the homeowner must install a personal lift station/pump on his property.

The Board greeted and thanked MoDOT engineer Tom Evers, for attending and meeting with us. We were presented with a copy of the current conceptual  plans for the new Hwy P-40/61 intersection. The final financing issues with the county are near completion; other sources such as Wentzville has been resolved. Once approved then meetings will be held to show final design plans. A projected construction date is 2016, with it being a 1 year project.

The Board also asked Tom Evers about our goal and desire to have a Downtown Special District that has been rezoned along Hwy P. He said that MoDOT has no problems or concerns with any improvements we would make such as storm sewers, sidewalks, streetlights, etc. But he asked to be kept informed at all stages of our design, actual project, etc.

5th Item

8th Item:    Bill 2013-19 Property Tax for Ballot April 2014

Alderman Schmidt has extensive knowledge in the subject form his work passing Fire District tax issues and offered to review and compute the  161+/- resident properties to enable that info to be presented to teach resident.

Sewer Updates

The City has 161 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $4867.45. 

Additional license plate info was provided and forwarded to the City Attorney to complete the levy paperwork being prepared for the levy of an Ostmann asset for payment of the $3785.xx amount owed as outstanding balance on the wastewater account.

As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

a) Update on Wentzville Agreement 2013-01
City Attorney Matt Fairless confirmed that he has reached former Wentzville Attorney Paul Rost regarding using the 4 different sized connection pipes as a basis for the 'one-user' proposed by Wentzville for the new agreement terms. This 'one-user base-rate' term would be as considered to combine, (in theory,) the 161+ users of Flint Hill into 'one user' in terms of how Wentzville Sewer Treatment Plant and their utility billing office bills the City of Flint Hill for their base rate. When the new agreement is adopted the rate that will be applied is $3.65 per 100 gallonage; which is the current Wentzville resident rate. (We currently have the rate of $2.58 per 100 gallons.) A possible estimation of our one-user base-rate is $495.00 monthly. This is subject to changes as the City of Wentzville recently accepted a new City Attorney firm. After this rate is determined, the City of Flint Hill will need to hold a public hearing for this proposed change in utility rates.

b) Annexation of Mexico Rd/Ft. Zumwalt School Property
As the main architect/engineer firm of EMT, has contacted the City Clerk and Bob Barclay regardg the updating of the school plans to the 2009 ICC Building Codes, the project is moving forward. At some future point, the voluntary annexation of the property will need to be completed by the Ft. Zumwalt School District. City Attorney Matt Fairless will be working toward contacting the school district to accomplish the final annexation in time for the submission of the building permit.

c) Annexation of Mette Rd./Hwy P Properties

In other matters, voluntary annexation for the 3 parcels along Hwy P at the corner of Mette Rd. will be discussed further at the January Board Meeting, after further research by City Attorney Matt Fairless. In dispute, is whether Mette Rd belongs to the City currently. If it does not, then procedures will need to be followed to first annex in Mette Rd. and then move forward with voluntary or a ballot proposal for involuntary annexation. The Board will need to make a decision, if the parcel identified as #1, owned by Galbierz does not wish to voluntarily annex. The alternative would be involuntary annexation and this would need to be placed on the April ballot, with a deadline of the January 14 Board Meeting, and January 28 for the certification to the Election Authority. 
The 15% boundary requirement will need to be reviewed by City Engineer Tom Rothermich. Alderman Carter has volunteered to speak to Mr. Fluchtel who lives on Hwy P to confirm his interest in voluntary annexation.
