St. Theodore’s 2014 Annual and Picnic Liquor Licenses

City Engineer Tom Rothermich will remain current on all ongoing actions on the Mexcio Rd property and continue to update the Board. His work also continues on our updated zoning map. The future project which will be presented to Planning and Zoning Commission regarding the return of the 40’ easement is still being completed by Landmark Surveying according to Steve Ridgway of Flint Hill Country Estates.

Sewer Updates

The City has 162 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $752.74. 

As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. There is no further progress on the Wentzville Agreement originally Bill 2013-01 and now re-numbered Bill 2014-02.

The Mayor has received numerous phone calls from residents’ and neighbors in response to the Hackenwerth family dog being killed by a pit bull that has been loose in town, and has previously killed one or two other family pets. The Board discussed some type of ordinance copied after Wentzville which relates to licensing these type of dogs. City Attorney Matt Fairless and City Clerk will research and begin working on that for the April Board Meeting.
