The April 2014 Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. 
1st Item: 
Pledge of Allegiance

2nd Item:
Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of agenda and minutes
Mayor Doug Wynn called the meeting to order. Alderman Jackson                           made a motion to approve the agenda. Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.
A copy of the written March 19, 2014 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman Jackson made a motion to approve the regular Board meeting minutes, from the March 19, 2014 Board Meeting. The motion was seconded by Alderman Jacobsen. The City Clerk reports 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day, March 19, 2014.

Animal Control/Leash Regulations

Discussion ensued by the Board members as a direct result of a dangerous pit bull loose in Flint Hill who has killed several smaller dogs. The St. Charles County Department of Health operates the division concerning Animal Control and any violations concerning dangerous dogs are outlined in Section 205.250 and penalties resulting from those violations are set forth in Section 205.240. As the County Animal Control officers have been responsive and pro-active in response to this issue. Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to continue authorizing County Animal Control and Alderman Jacks on seconded the motion. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion passed and the City of Flint Hill will continue to utilize the County Animal Control services for Flint Hill. This information and contact info will be presented in a next City newsletter to inform all residents.
5th Item:
April 8, 2014 Election Results/ Failed Proposition P

The election results have not been received by the City Clerk as a certified count, but the Proposition P failed by 1 vote. Alderman Jacobsen made a motion for a recount to be requested by the City Attorney in a formal petition to the St. Charles County Election Authority. The motion was seconded by Alderman Jackson. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes.

The Board will discuss at the next meeting, the August and November Election Calendar schedules and details to consider future options for placing Proposition P on a future ballot. A consideration will be passage by simple majority, rather than passage by a percentage vote; as required in some elections. Also under consideration, will be whether to levy REAL or REAL and PERSONAL Property in the next ballot. The amount collected would be approximately $23,xxx for REAL vs. $28,xxx collected for REAL and PERSONAL Property based on the assessed $11 million assets assigned by the St. Charles County Assessor's office. Other suggestions for successful passing of Proposition P will be "reminder-to-vote" postcard/mailings, signs at intersections and personal contact from all Aldermen and Mayor to residents.

City Engineer Tom Rothermich is working to continue and complete our updated zoning map. The future project which will be presented to Planning and Zoning Commission regarding the return of the 40’ easement is still being completed by Landmark Surveying according to Steve Ridgway of Flint Hill Country Estates.

The City Clerk and Building Official have been contacted regarding the development of one lot in Crossroads Development. A site plan for the proposal will be submitted in the near future on the Industrial zoned property.

Sewer Updates

The City has 162 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $893.58. 
Included in the Board Meeting packet was a copy of the recent letter sent to Mr. Ostmann regarding his remainder balance of $484.58.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. There is no further progress on the Wentzville Agreement originally Bill 2013-01 and now re-numbered Bill 2014-02.
