The May 2014 Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. 
1st Item: 
Pledge of Allegiance

2nd Item:
Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of agenda and minutes
Mayor Doug Wynn called the meeting to order. Alderman Jacobsen                           made a motion to approve the agenda. Alderman Carter seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.
A copy of the written April 14, 2014 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to approve the regular Board meeting minutes, from the April 14, 2014 Board Meeting. The motion was seconded by Alderman Carter.                  The City Clerk reports 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day, May 13, 2014.

Alderman Schmidt made a motion to elect Alderman Chris Jacobsen as Board of Alderman President. Alderman Carter seconded the motion. . The City Clerk reports 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain votes. 

3rd Item:
Open Forum 
In attendance: Cheryl Feldman-Sabela, Erica and Brian Neiderhelm


The residents attended and voiced concern over the recent large church youth-group gatherings at the property of Chuck Hoffman at 340 Mexico Rd. There is no home currently on the property, and the outbuilding/shed is being used with an indoor stage, generator and a portable toilet facility to host these gatherings. The crowds, noise, late hours of these church youth-group gatherings are a concern for these adjacent property owners who reside next door. A petition has been signed by 30 surrounding property owners who agree that the large church youth-group gatherings are creating a noise and safety concern with the volume of cars and young people along this dangerous section of Mexico Rd.

The City Clerk provided an update of this ongoing concern, and stated Chuck Hoffman has been contacted with a letter by City Building Official Bob Barclay to refrain from these activities in this outbuilding/shed. The portable toilet is to be removed and the building can only be used as a storage shed until the owner's home is built. If the owner, Mr. Hoffman wishes to change the usage of this storage shed into some type of assembly usage for the building he has been instructed to submit an application for a variance to 'use' the structure before his home is constructed and a conditional use permit to change-the-usage of this structure from a shed to an assembly building.

The Mayor and Board are also reviewing our existing City Zoning Code for noise or nuisance standards which would apply to this re-occurring situation in a residential R1-B zone.

4th Item:
Bill 2014-04 Flint Hill Country Estates Re-Plat 2-B

Discussion began after the City Clerk  presented details of the proposed new boundary adjustment. The new boundaries effect only Lots 23 thru 29 in Flint Hill Country Estates Plat 2-B and also include a lot designated as Common Ground. The originally designated 40' Road Dedication Strip/ easement for this FHCE Plat 2 has been returned to the DLR Development by the City, with the exception of providing a 20' wide easement for landscaping and utility purposes for the City. DLR Development, LLC has paid to have the area surveyed and provided new legal descriptions for each of these lots. The Planning and Zoning Commission met on May 12, 2014 and recommended approval by Resolution 12. In further review, the City Attorney requires additional information be provided on a revised plat to include the 20' wide easement. The City Engineer will verify and work with the representatives from DLR Development, LLC.

After no further discussion Alderman Schmidt made a motion to introduce Bill 2014-04. Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.
Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to read Bill 2014-04 in the short form for a first time, as amended to include the following additional language in Section 1, after the word "City" and before the phrase "does herby approve":  conditioned upon amending the Record Plat presented to show the Landscaping and Utility Easement, recorded at Book DE6040, Page 2105, of the Office of the St. Charles County Recorder of Deeds and/or approval of such amendment by the City Engineer." 

Alderman Carter seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.
Bill 2014-04 was read in the short form for the first time.

Alderman Schmidt made a motion to read Bill 2014-04 in the short form for a second time, as amended. Alderman Carter seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.
Bill 2014-04 was read in the short form for a second time.


There being no further discussion, Alderman Schmidt made a motion to vote on Bill 2014-04.  Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

5th Item:
Proposition P

The election results have now been received by the City Clerk as a certified count, band the Proposition P failed by 1 vote. The City Attorney has filed/submitted all paperwork in the formal petition to the St. Charles County Election Authority for a recount. 

The Board was presented with 3 separate options for bringing forward Proposition P at the August ballot. Option A: .25 cents on Real Property
                                     Option B: .25 cents on Personal Property

                                     Option C: 25 cents on Real and Personal Property    

The deadline for submission for the August 5, 2014 ballot is May 27, 2014
and the deadline for the November 4, 2014 ballot is August 26, 2014. Suggestions for increasing voter turn-out are newsletter instructions on absentee ballot/early voting and also signs posted to "Remember to Vote." The Board will review this topic at the August Board Meeting.        
6th Item:
City Insurance Policy


 The coverage presented to the City is the same as we currently have on file, with a slightly lower premium. The Mayor and Board agree this insurance renewal proposal from Lindenwood Insurance for June 1, 2013 should be accepted. A motion was made by Alderman Schmidt to renew our existing coverage and City policy with Lindenwood Insurance. The motion was seconded by Alderman Jacobsen. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. An ordinance will be provided for the June Board Meeting for formal approval of this insurance policy.
7th Item:
Nuisance-Noise Ordinance


In response to some noise complaint issues, our existing City Code referring to noise and decibels in a residential neighborhood. The City Clerk provided samples of what other cities use as their Code basis. Discussion began, as relating to the Open Forum comments and the Board has been asked to review this language for further discussion at he June Board Meeting.
8th Item:
Compton Fireworks Seasonal-Conditional Use Permit Approval


The Board discussed the renewal application fee of $4000.00 and the permit that had been received from Compton Fireworks to open their fireworks stand at 2222 Hwy 61/N. Service Rd. This is the same location as in previous years and all required building permits and approvals will be obtained through Wentzville Fire Protection District. Our Building Official Bob Barclay and City Engineer Tom Rothermich have stated that the inspections by Wentzville Fire Protection District are more than adequate, and they would be duplicating their efforts. The Board agreed that the fire district inspections would stand as the sole set of inspections for all fireworks permits.


Alderman Schmidt made a motion to renew the conditional use permit for Compton Fireworks Stand, on the Josh Driscoll owned property ‘The Sandbox,’ utilizing the same location and layout for the 2013 season. Alderman Carter seconded the motion. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried. 
9th Item:
Engineering Report


City Engineer Tom Rothermich has completed his recommendations for a project by Jim Peanick on Grothe Rd involving a subdivide of a 3 acre tract and the moving of the existing City lift station which currently services 2 homes. The 3 acre tract currently has one existing home, and a new subdivide would need to be approved before Planning and Zoning and the Board of Aldermen before a second home could be built. The moving location of the existing lift station would be at the cost of the owner, Jim Peanick. A consideration of waiving the $2500 sewer tap fee was discussed but no motion was made for that fee to be waived at the present time.

The City Engineer will be reviewing a new site plan for a new automotive repair business, (an allowed usage,) on Crossroads Ind Court which will go before Planning and Zoning for their recommendation of approval.


Also, City Building Official Bob Barclay and City Engineer Tom Rothermich have been contacted by the firms, EDM Architects and Bax Engineering, concerning the Ft. Zumwalt Elementary School project. The project is supposed to go before the school board on next Monday May 19, as the bond issue passed in April. The concern remains for the property to voluntarily annex into Flint Hill.
10th Item:
Sewer Updates

The City has 162 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $683.26. 

The first check in 5 years was received from Mr. Ostmann, in the amount of $200.00 towards his outstanding balance. regarding his remainder balance of $340.58.


The Mette Rd lift station experienced a failure on May 3 resulting in a pump truck and repairs totalling $1330. A maintenance inspection was done and the findings on the Mexico Rd lift station are included in the Board packet. A recommendation, and estimated cost from Ofallon Sewer was made for a second grinder pump to be installed at that location to prevent future problems. 


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. There is no further progress on the Wentzville Agreement originally Bill 2013-01 and now re-numbered Bill 2014-02.
