6th Item:
Proposition P

The tentative choice for the August Board Meeting agenda is Option A, for the November ballot after finding the results of the Wentzville Fire Protection District August ballot proposal.

The deadline for submission for the November 4, 2014 ballot is August 26, 2014. Suggestions for increasing voter turn-out are newsletter instructions on absentee ballot/early voting and also signs posted to "Remember to Vote." The Board will review this topic at the August Board Meeting.        
7th Item:
Nuisance-Noise Ordinance


In response to some noise complaint issues, our existing City Code referring to noise and decibels in a residential neighborhood. The City Clerk provided samples of what other cities use as their Code basis, for comparison. Discussion began, as relating to the May 2014 Open Forum comments and the Board had been asked to review this language for further discussion at the June Board Meeting.

At this time, the Board wishes the City Clerk to investigate what the County enforcement and ordinance is for noise/nuisance. That info will be provided at the July

22nd Board Meeting for further discussion. If the County has addressed the issue successfully, for any future enforcement of this type of violation; then the Board may choose to allow the County ordinance to prevail.
8th Item:
Engineering Report


City Engineer Tom Rothermich has been working on the revised legal description for the Dickherber tract on Mexico Rd to resubmit to the County to complete that voluntary annexation. He has also verified with the Griffey Homes property owner on Mexico Rd that a check-valve has been installed at the lift station connection, as requested by the Board and Ofallon Sewer.

The City Engineer will be reviewing a new site plan for a new automotive repair business, (an allowed usage,) on Crossroads Ind Court which will go before Planning and Zoning on July 14, for their recommendation of approval to the Board in July. He will also work with Harry Braungardt on the 231 Mexico Rd. subdivide of his property, outlining the drainage easement which must be maintained adjacent to Flint Hill Country Estates stormwater detention area.


Also, City Building Official Bob Barclay and City Engineer Tom Rothermich have been contacted by the firms, EDM Architects and Bax Engineering, concerning the Ft. Zumwalt Elementary School project. The project is moving forward and all applications have been forwarded, as requested by Bax Engineering for annexation, zoning, and site plan. A copy of the 2009 site plan was provided to Tom Rothermich; which he shared with the Board. This is a very preliminary plan, and may see several changes.

Separately, a solution to improve the grade and ongoing silt problems at the Mette Rd. lift station. A one ft (1') pipe has been ordered by Ofallon Sewer, to raise the station itself. Alderman Carter will investigate the cost of the pipe to raise it 2’ After that work is done, grading will be completed by homeowner Gary Crowder, with the City paying for the equipment rental and gravel for rip-rap up to approximately $2000. A motion was made by Alderman Schmidt to approve these expenditures. Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion. The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

9th Item:
Sewer Updates

The City has 163 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $611.98. 


The Mette Rd lift station has been an ongoing problem with poor drainage and poor elevation. City Engineer Tom Rothermich discussed in his Engineering report, a plan to solve the problem, which was approved by the Board.

As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. There is no further progress on the Wentzville Agreement originally Bill 2013-01 and now re-numbered Bill 2014-02.

10th Item:
Communications from the Mayor 

The Mayor appointed Chris Blattel, Calvin Carter and Chris Behymer as new members to the Planning and Zoning Commission. A motion was made by Alderman Schmidt to approve the nominations and seconded by Alderman Carter. The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

Communications from the Board of Aldermen 

Alderman Schmidt attended the recent meetings for the Wentzville Fire Protection District tax proposal. Their August ballot proposal is for a percent increase and a bond proposal for two new fire stations for the district, to reduce response time due to the mileage/coverage of the Fire District and its manpower. One for the Peine Rd. ‘side’ in Wentzville and one for this side of Hwy 40-61.

a) Update on Wentzville Agreement 2014-01
A draft agreement will be presented at next month's July Board Meeting.
b)   Mette Rd. Annexation

City Attorney Matt Fairless has been in contact with Harold Ellis, of St. Charles County and is working toward a total annexation package to include a portion of Mette Rd., and the adjacent parcels as discussed by the Board. A plan of action was discussed by the Board and the legal team. 
PLAN OF ACTION:

Step 1.  City Engineer Tom Rothermich will work and meet with City Clerk Becky McCollum to prepare the legal descriptions needed for the annexation of Parcels # 1, 2 and 3 and Mette Road.  The legal descriptions and identification of owners (we are trying to determine the owner of the land on which Mette Road sits) is Step 1.  Also part of Step 1, Tom will determine if the boundary the Area shares with Flint Hill equals 15% or more of the total Area (keep in mind, the west side of Mette Road and the north side of Highway P is the shared boundary). These legal description and discovery of ownership for Mette Rd. Must be completed by Step 3. 
Step 2:  Letter to property owners.  The letter will go out no later than June 20.  As included in the packet, it will be slightly revised, with Board member contact info and sent out by City Attorney with a shortened response time of 10 days.  If the response is deemed negative, or no response is also considered an objection; then the involuntary annexation process begins.  

Step 3:  Adopt Resolution (this needs to be done at a special meeting sometime after June 30 and before July 18 to authorize the annexation so that the Publication of notice and notice to landowners can go out) and Plan of Intent.  

Step 4:  Publication of Notice and Notice to Property Owners.  The Publication must be no greater than 60 days and no less than 30 days from August 18, the date of the Public Hearing – so it must be published after June 30 (10 days from “letter to landowners” in Step 1) and before July 18.  

Step 5:  August 18, 2014 Public Hearing and Adoption of Ordinance to proceed with annexation.  

Step 6:  Certify Ordinance to proceed (which also calls for election) to County Election Authority by August 26.  

Step 7:  Election on November 4.  

Step 8:  If a favorable vote in election, then file Declaratory Judgment action.  Once Judgment obtained, annexation complete and paperwork is then submitted to County.

*        A notice was received from the County Health Dept. regarding mosquito spraying at night, per  special request by resident, as needed or prior to special events. The County was notified of the two Flint Hill picnic dates.

    Per the latest MODOR deposit, our May sales tax collected was in the amount    

          of $4055.09 and shows approx.. + $5586.00 overage per our Budget Year-To-    

          date. 
*        A 2014 Profit & Loss Budget vs. Actual for the year thru June 18 was provided for the Board. Key items as a positive were the higher sales tax collected. Budget items of major concern are Legal expenses due to the cost of the annexation, election, re-count, etc. Also Election costs, the $3350 as Misc. spent on the Downtown Streetscapes, which was not budgeted in 2013, Electric costs and the lower than anticipated interest income.
*        The City Clerk contacted ECM/Alliance Engineering Dept and received information on the status of our City water availability and the City average water pressure. The City is considered "near capacity" and possibly 10 to 15 more homes could be built and added to our system with no problem. After that point, an re-evaluation and study of current needs would need to be completed.
           ECM/Alliance has been contacted by Bax Engineering for the Ft. Zumwalt 

           Elementary School and is aware of the project. Those engineers will be doing their own study project with their own needs for that school. As far as City water pressure, testing was done as requested. The average was found to be 60 psi along the Hwy P 'Downtown" area, with other parts closer to the water tower increasing upwards to 70 psi. The ECM/Alliance engineer Chuck Krakoski stated that the problem is 8" mains are downsized toward the Downtown area-causing lesser water pressure for a fire emergency.


The Board requested that the City Clerk invite the ECM/Alliance Engineer to a future Board Meeting, when City Engineer Tom Rothermich can be in attendance.

14th Item:
Approval of the Monthly Bills


Alderman Schmidt made a motion to approve payment of the General Fund bills in the total amount of $314.68 with the added submission of the Flint Hill Engineering bill of $825.00 from the General Fund Account Report as provided to the Board. This total also included June payroll in the amount of $2092.67 and the Waste Water Fund bills in the amount of $3519.04. Alderman  Jacobsen seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 3 “yes”, 0 “no”, and 0 “abstain.”  Motion carried.
