8th Item:
Engineering Report



City Engineer Tom Rothermich was unable to attend the Board Meeting, but relayed info on the Bax Engineering/Ft. Zumwalt school project. The Bax Engineering team presented the flow data for the connection to the FHCE line that was previously requested today, August 18. At preliminary review the flow is much higher than anticipated and that connection point may not be acceptable.

Tom Rothermich relayed that he will complete work on those flow calculations for a definitive answer. If the FHCE line is not doable, than other options must be considered; and the Allen Ridge line may be one to consider. A possibility would be for Bax Engineering to design the line themselves. Or to possibly have an outside company sub-contracted from Flint Hill Engineering.

As previously stated by Bax Engineering; their current proposal involves connecting at the southeast corner of the Flint Hill Country Estates, Plat II for a cost of approximately $58,000. If the City wishes them to connect on a line proposed in our Comprehensive Plan, running from Allen Ridge; they will only pay that same amount, of $58,000, towards that connection cost. At the July Board Meeting, the Mayor and Board stated they do not want to spend money, from reserves, on that shared cost of the line estimated at $175,000 total. 

Alderman Jacobsen expressed concern about ongoing engineering costs spent by our City Engineer, prior to the actual annexation of the Ft. Zumwalt School property. The City Clerk stated that Bax Engineering had been provided the necessary documents, in April; for annexation, rezoning and for site plan application but had not submitted anything as to date. The City Clerk suggested that the engineering hours spent could be calculated/assigned under engineering hours at the time of the actual site plan submittal and review by our City Engineer as they related directly to the wastewater system/school project.

The City Attorney will contact Asst. Supt. Weber of Ft. Zumwalt School District for further information concerning the property annexation and the elementary school project.
9th Item:
Sewer Updates

With the completion of the ongoing and open home permits, that are now  under construction, our total wastewater users will be 168.The City has outstanding accounts, 
totaling $813.75. Two more new home permits/sewer taps were received this past month, adding $5000 to the Wastewater Fund.

An emergency at the Jessie Ct lift station on Friday night, July 8 required the City Clerk to meet Ofallon Sewer onsite, as City Engineer Tom Rothermich was out of town. The alarm was for the diesel generator and not the lift station itself. The City Clerk expressed the need for some type of diesel generator mechanic to provide general maintenance under contract with the City and on an emergency basis.

As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. 

This month a check was written from the Wastewater Fund for $1451 to reimburse the General Fund for legal expenses charged for the ongoing Wentzville Agreement.

10th Item:
Communications from the Mayor 

The Mayor was contacted by the Daakes', owners of the Wentzville Park Associates property located north and east from the St. Theodore Church and School property. The approximately 12.20 acres, comprised of two parcels, had been zoned CO-Commercial from AG-Agriculture and is in the limits of the designated Downtown Special District. The Daake's wish to discuss a possible residential development or subdivision for the property and plan on doing so at the September 17 Board Meeting.
11th Item:
Communications from the Board of Aldermen 

Alderman Jackson stated that she had received comments of concern and questions regarding the camper in disrepair, parked on the Kneemiller property parking lot. The City Clerk stated that the Neighborhood Preservation/ County Property Maintenance had been called and tickets were being issued for the ongoing complaints against the property. 

Alderman Schmidt stated that the Mayor and Board members, should obtain the list of registered voters in the City and work at personally contacting residents door-to-door or by phone. The City Clerk will also purchase "Please Remember To Vote" yard signs for the November election which can be re-used for all future elections.

Alderman Schmidt was also contact by resident Bart Bettorf of 390 Mexico Rd, who again expressed concern over the paving requirements for his driveway. The City Clerk indicated that Mr. Bettorf had been notified by two letters of instruction, from Bob Barclay, since April. Also, the City Clerk had communicated with him by phone and suggested that he attend a Board Meeting and discuss an extended timetable with the Board for his driveway completion. That conversation took place in April or May.

12th Item:
Communication from the City Attorney 

City Attorney Matt Fairless had planned on presenting a draft of the new Wentzville Agreement, Bill 2014-01 with the City of Wentzville but was unable to do so at this time. Further communication is necessary with the new Wentzville City Attorney, and City Attorney Matt Fairless stated that an agreement would be completed by the end of this year.

He asked for Board input or discussion and/or direction on a future Redevelopment Project involving an interested developer for property in and adjacent to our Downtown Special District but received no clear direction or indication to proceed.
