Bill 2013-15 Amend Private Sewage Code

In other matters, our Private Sewage Disposal Code adopted as part of our 2009 ICC Code, was adopted after direction from the County, as the county inspects, authorizes and maintains all septic systems. The language  in this portion of our adopted code states that an individual must connect to a City system/sewer line within one year of it becoming available. This topic has been discussed recently by the City Building 

Official, City Engineer and also the Board. Tom Rothermich stated that we need to consider modifying/amending  this language, to eliminate "must connect within one year." In the most recent situation of the largest parcel 3C of Lot 3 Rufkahr Estates; it is not feasible or responsible to ask the property owner to install a new septic system, and possibly have him change systems and accrue additional expense to then connect with a new sewer line, when it becomes available. 

Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to introduce Bill 2013-15. Alderman Jackson                  seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.

Engineering Report


The City Engineer, Tom Rothermich, was unable to attend and forwarded his engineering report, by email. He has heard nothing further from George Mehler in regards to the new proposed sewer line. So for alternate info, he met briefly with Doug Biermann of Karrenbrock Construction to look at the proposed line. The estimated figure suggested was $175,000 as a budget number. Depending on work load, it could be less. The unknown is if the line would have to go thru rock, but the line should not have to be very deep since there does not appear to be too many laterals tying in.


As a follow up, Tom Rothermich had spoke with Tom Evers, the St. Charles County MoDOT Engineer regarding the dangerous culverts at the corner of Mexico and Hwy P. Tom Evers thinks something could be done for this under the category of MoDOT maintenance, which is great news.

Sewer Updates

The City has 161 users currently with outstanding accounts, totaling $4333.19. 

A motion was made by Alderman Schmidt and seconded by Alderman Jackson to move forward and have the City Attorney file a levy against Ray Ostmann for his wastewater account in arrears in the amount of $3616.06. 

As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

City Attorney Matt Fairless presented his Attorney Report for September. He was contacted by City Attorney for Wentzville, Paul Rost who wants to meet with our Attorney, and elected official(s) representing both Wentzville and Flint Hill to move forward with some type of final Wentzville Agreement. The concern of no "base rate" charged to Flint Hill seems to be a line item which would be accepted by Wentzville. 
With the acceptance and completion of this agreement, the residents would be charged the current gallonage rate per Wentzville of $3.65 per 1000 gallons. (As opposed to the current $2.58, we charge for wastewater users.) The main concern, from Wentzville, is language which would state "no individual in Flint Hill will pay less than a resident in Wentzville."

The City Attorney continues work on the cellphone franchise tax bill and annexation for October.
