Call to order, roll call and approval of agenda and minutes

Chairman Brown opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. and the City Clerk took roll call. Mr. Becker                     made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 2013 P&Z meeting. The motion was seconded by Mr. Blattel. The City Clerk reported the votes as 6 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.
2nd Item:
 Subdivide and Re Plat - Lot 3 Rufkahr Estates - Mexico Rd.


Discussion began after the City Engineer Tom Rothermich presented details of the proposed new subdivide/boundary adjustment. The new boundaries for this subdivide are proposed as Lot 3A, 1.33 acres, Lot 3B, 1.0 acre and Lot 3C, 4.02 acres; according to the existing R-1B Single Family Residential Zoning and our City Zoning Code.

Due to the location of Lot 3A, the new owner and residence will be required to obtain easements and connect across Lot 2 of Rufkahr Estates to the lift station on Mexico Rd. The future owner of Lot 3B, will be required to connect to the City wastewater system at some point. That connection point, and access are unknown at this time, as that proposed future wastewater line is part of the Comprehensive Plan and is under review for construction.


The requirement for obtaining easements for Lot 3A and Lot 3B will be a part of the City of Flint Hill building permit process and reviewed by the City Engineer.

After no further questions, Mr. Blattel made a motion to approve the subdivide of the 6.4 +/- acre property known as Lot 3 of the Rufkahr Estates, into Lot 3A, 3B, and Lot 3C, by Resolution 11. Mr. Jacobsen seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 6 "yes," 1 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.


This recommendation will be presented to the Board of Aldermen at their August 21, 2013 meeting.
