The January 2015 Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:10 p.m.

2nd Item:
Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of agenda and minutes
Mayor Doug Wynn called the meeting to order. Alderman Jackson                        made a motion to approve the agenda. Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.
A copy of the written December 3, 2014 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.

Resident Kip Poling stated he would be willing to help or volunteer with the clearing of brush at some of the lift stations or with future work on the City Christmas lights. The Board thanked him for his offer and thanked him for attedning the meeting.

4th Item:
Bill 2015-02 Premiere Irrigation Site Plan 


This site plan was reviewed and approved by City Engineer Tom Rothermich and presented to the Planning and Zoning Commission on January 12, 2015. 
Discussion began after the City Engineer Tom Rothermich presented details of his engineer review 

for the site plan. The applicant Gene Beckman proposes this Lot #5 Industrial zoned lot as the site for his 48 x 64 x 16 building to be used for his lawn care and irrigation service company. This is an allowed usage for this Industrial location.


Concerns addressed in the engineer Site Plan review comments included the Site Plan originally submitted an outline of  5 parking spaces, including one ADA accessible space and the parking area was designed for vehicle traffic to back onto Crossroads Industrial Ct. City Engineer Tom Rothermich outlined that  no parking areas are allowed in our Code for vehicle traffic to back directly onto any road. 

Crossroads Industrial Ct. is a dead end cul-de-sac and this Lot#5 fronts the cul-de-sac. With no traffic, the City Engineer believes that if the parking area is outlined and has signage for back-in parking only this could be addressed to accommodate the limited usable Lot#5 area for his business site. The lot is physically hampered due to a steep incline in the rear; limiting the area that is usable for building, fenced in parking and front parking area. to better due to safety concerns. Discussion began with the Commission members that this may need to be addressed within our Code; to allow such parking on a dead-end and limited traffic public road.

In reference to the parking requirements, the City of Flint Hill Zoning Code, Article 24:Parking and Loading Regulations, Section 24.02 addresses the type of proposed business which most closely relates would be designated ‘Light Industrial’ which requires: "1 parking space per 400 square feet;  minimum 4 spaces." As  the proposed total square footage of the office area is 400 sq. ft. this would equal 4 parking spaces and 1 ADA-handicapped accessible space and is designated on this Site Plan. The designated parking area is adequate for this type of property usage, and as determined in our Code by the "gross floor area of public access areas" which equals 400 square feet. 

The recommended solution will be for the owner to post a sign at the parking area stating, “Back-In Parking Only.” Also, all equipment and materials onsite will be stored within the designated fenced in area. The fencing proposed is an acceptable chain-link fence with slats for screening. The site plan was approved, in Planning and Zoning Resolution#14. 

After no further discussion, Alderman Schmidt made a motion to introduce Bill 2015-02. That motion was seconded by Alderman Jackson. The vote is reported as3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.

5th Item: Bill 2015-03 Section 24.09 Driveway Paving Requirements

In response to a resident complaint of paving his lengthy approximate 350’ driveway on Mexico Rd. the Board has requested that the Planning and Zoning Commission review the requirement in Section 24.09 of our Zoning Code. The Board has proposed a change for the Code to state that the 100’ of the driveway, from the road, must be paved as an alternate on extremely lengthy driveways.


Engineer Tom Rothermich provided the detailed information on the proposed change and referred to the materials distributed for each member showing the existing Section 24.09 and the change to the language. Planning and Zoning Commission members had discussed the narrow width of 8’ and suggested a 10’ width would be more appropriate. Or an alternate of 8’ paving with the addition of paving stones on either side to add the needed width. Additional discussion entailed a proper widening ‘apron’ or angled paving at the intersection of the personal drive and the road to better accommodate vehicles. Language has been changed to reflect these suggestions.


After no further discussion, Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to introduce Bill 2015-03. That motion was seconded by Alderman Schmidt. The vote is reported as 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.

7th Item:
Engineering Report



City Engineer Tom Rothermich has been working on the following misc. projects
and provided an update on their status.

1) Mette Rd. lift station – Multiple alarms requiring numerous service calls by Ofallon Sewer. The initial electric work has been done by Wischmeyer Electric to avoid the pump being destroyed.


2) Wischmeyer Electric Work – Wayne Baumbach of Wischmeyer Electric has submitted several estimates for the work we are needing and he has been authorized by City Engineer to proceed. This includes completing the electrical work at Mette Rd, and also adding raised strobe lights for alarms at both Jessi Ct and T&C lift stations.
3) Private Well issues - The City Clerk was contacted by the Rogers family who wish to subdivide their lots on Mette Rd and share an existing well. The City Engineer verified that this is allowed by DNR. But noted that we currently forbid any residential wells being drilled in the City limits unless for agricultural purposes. City Attorney will research our existing older ordinance.
4) Daake Property Development –  Volz Engineering is working with the Daakes to configure the wastewater line for their potential new development. They have contacted adjacent residents to obtain easements for the line to be ran directly across to the WWTP.
5) Ft. Zumwalt Elementary School-Mexico Rd. – The site plan was dropped off by St. Charles County for City Engineer to review. He has contacted Jeff Moon with Bax Engineering with his concerns. These include the road entrance, bus access and stormwater areas.
6) CREC and ECM Contract- Our City ordinances with these two utilities may need to be revised or renewed. The ECM contract expired in 2013 and the CREC expires April 2015.

7) City Engineer Tom Rothermich will be undergoing a change in his company name from Flint Hill Engineering to f3inc. The City Attorney will revise this contract for February meeting.

8th Item:
Sewer Updates
Our total wastewater users are currently 170. The City has outstanding accounts, totaling $517.43. Our major delinquent wastewater account paid his balance of $475. He is now current or only slightly behind with a balance of $31.62.
A transfer from our Pulaski CDAR accounts was approved by Mayor Wynn and Alderman Jacobsen in the amount of $4565.96 to pay outstanding repair and pump replacement bills. This month alone we have had 3 separate Ofallon Sewer bills totalling $5670. We have several upcoming electrical expenditures in our Wastewater system.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

The City Clerk drafted a letter for Mayor to send to Central Dairy in Jefferson City concerning Flint Hill as a potential location for a franchise market here. Matt Bross has expressed interest in the proposition for his Boehmer Bros. property.

City Attorney Matt Fairless continues to work on a draft of the Wentzville Agreement, Bill 2015-01 with the City of Wentzville. 


The ‘Annexation Rule’ which only applies to St. Charles County is being challenged and may have new legislation affecting it. This unusual rule states that a City must wait 2 years after annexation failure to re-place the issue on the ballot.

The City Clerk noted that our monthly bills are much higher due to a longer period of time reflected. Nearly 6 weeks has passed since the December 3 Board Meeting.


Alderman  Schmidt  made a motion to approve payment of the General Fund bills in the total amount of $7934.95 as provided to the Board. This total also included January payroll in the amount of $2092.67 and the Waste Water Fund bills in the amount of $1847.86. There was an additional Wastewater bill to Wischmeyer Electric in the amount of $566.67. Alderman  Jackson seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 3 “yes”, 0 “no”, and 0 “abstain.”  Motion carried.
