Applicant: Gene Beckman, of Premiere Irrigation
1st Item:
Call to order, roll call and approval of agenda and minutes

Acting Chairman Eldridge opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. and the City Clerk took roll call. Mr. Blattel made a motion to approve the minutes from the July 2014 P&Z meeting. The motion was seconded by Mr. Jacobsen. The City Clerk reported the votes as 5 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.
2nd Item:
 Public Hearing - Site Plan - Lot#5 Crossroads Industrial Ct.

Mr. Jacobsen made a motion to open the Public Hearing for the Site Plan for Lot#5 Crossroads Industrial Ct. Applicant Gene Beckman, owner of Premiere Irrigation was in attendance. He stated his business is primarily to install and service irrigation services. He has 4 employees who drive the company vehicles; which are service vans. His other equipment and these vans will be parked onsite in the building and in the rear fenced area onsite.Mark and Melvin Hakenwerth were in attendance, as their agricultural property is adjacent to the proposed site plan. They had no comments or concerns for the Commission or the applicant. They stated they had no objections to the proposed property usage. Mr. Perkins made a motion to close the Public Hearing. The City Clerk reported the votes as 5 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.
3rd Item:         
Site Plan - Lot #5 Crossroads Industrial Ct.


Discussion began after the City Engineer Tom Rothermich presented details of his engineer review for the site plan. The applicant Gene Beckman proposes this Lot #5 Industrial zoned lot as the site for his 
48 x 64 x 16 building to be used for his lawn care and irrigation service company. This is an allowed usage for this Industrial location.


Concerns addressed in the engineer Site Plan review comments included the Site Plan originally submitted an outline of  5 parking spaces, including one ADA accessible space and the parking area was designed for vehicle traffic to back onto Crossroads Industrial Ct. City Engineer Tom Rothermich outlined that  no parking areas are allowed in our Code for vehicle traffic to back directly onto any road. 

Crossroads Industrial Ct. is a dead end cul-de-sac and this Lot#5 fronts the cul-de-sac. With no traffic, the City Engineer believes that if the parking area is outlined and has signage for back-in parking only this could be addressed to accommodate the limited usable Lot#5 area for his business site. The lot is physically hampered due to a steep incline in the rear; limiting the area that is usable for building, fenced in parking and front parking area. to better due to safety concerns. Discussion began with the Commission members that this may need to be addressed within our Code; to allow such parking on a dead-end and limited traffic public road.

In reference to the parking requirements, the City of Flint Hill Zoning Code, Article 24:Parking and Loading Regulations, Section 24.02 addresses the type of proposed business which most closely relates

would be designated ‘Light Industrial’ which requires: "1 parking space per 400 square feet;  minimum 4 spaces." As  the proposed total square footage of the office area is 400 sq. ft. this would equal 4 parking spaces and 1 ADA-handicapped accessible space and is designated on this Site Plan. The designated parking area is adequate for this type of property usage, and as determined in our Code by the "gross floor area of public access areas" which equals 400 square feet. 


All equipment and materials onsite will be stored within the designated fenced in area. The fencing proposed is an acceptable chain-link fence with slats for screening.

4th Item:
Resolution 14: Site Plan Lot#5 Crossroads Industrial Ct.


After no further questions, Mr. Blattel made a motion to approve the Site Plan for Gene Beckman at Lot #5 Crossroads Industrial Ct. as outlined in Resolution 14 with the additional language to include signage for back-in parking only. Mr. Eldridge seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 5 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried. This recommendation in Resolution 14 will be presented to the Board of Aldermen at their January 13, 2015 Board Meeting.

5th Item:
Zoning Ordinance Section 24.09: Private Off- Street Driveway Paving


In response to a resident complaint of paving his lengthy approximate 350’ driveway on Mexico Rd.

the Board has requested that the Planning and Zoning Commission review the requirement in Section 24.09 of our Zoning Code. The Board has proposed a change for the Code to state that the 100’ of the driveway, from the road, must be paved as an alternate on extremely lengthy driveways.

City Attorney Drew Weber provided the detailed information on the proposed change and referred to the materials distributed for each member showing the existing Section 24.09 and the change to the language. Members discussed the narrow width of 8’ and suggested a 10’ width would be more appropriate. Or an alternate of 8’ paving with the addition of paving stones on either side to add the needed width. Additional discussion entailed a proper widening ‘apron’ or angled paving at the intersection of the personal drive and the road to better accommodate vehicles.
After no further discussion, Mr.Eldridge made a motion to approved the change to Section 24.09. 
Mr. Jacobsen seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 5 “yes, 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. The recommendation for modifying Section 24.09 will be presented to the Board at their January 13, 2015 Board Meeting.

6th Item:
Adjournment 

There being no further business, Mr. Perkins made a motion to adjourn at 7:15 p.m.  The motion was seconded by  Mr. Jacobsen. The City Clerk reported the votes as 5 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned.
