The October 2014 Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. 
1st Item: 
Pledge of Allegiance

2nd Item:
Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of agenda and minutes
Mayor Doug Wynn called the meeting to order. Alderman Jackson                       made a motion to approve the agenda. Alderman Schmidt seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.
A copy of the written September 17, 2014 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman Jackson made a motion to approve the regular Board meeting minutes, from the September 17, 2014 Board Meeting with the suggested corrections as provided by the City Clerk. The motion was seconded by Alderman Jacobsen. The City Clerk reports 4 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day, October 15, 2014.

OPEN FORUM-Town Hall Meeting
                        Proposition P and Proposition A November 4, 2014 Ballot


Mayor Doug Wynn introduced himself and welcomed everyone who in attendance for the Town Hall Meeting. Copies of the newsletter info and maps of the annexation are were distributed.  He relayed the details of the Proposition P on the November ballot, and detailed that with such a close vote, the Board had moved forward

to place it on the ballot, a second time, for the residents to approve. Also, that the input received previously from residents had been entered into consideration; and the personal property tax portion had been removed. Mayor Wynn then relayed details of the annexation of the Mette Rd. and three Hwy P properties and asked for any questions from the audience.

Detailed questions were asked and answered regarding the first year of property tax collection, details regarding the annexation property future/potential land uses, and other issues such as the timetable for the Ft. Zumwalt Elementary School and the possible new sewer line. With no further questions, the Mayor thanked everyone for attending the Town Hall Meeting.
Other Open forum business: Bart Bettorf- 390 Mexico Rd.


Mr. Bettorf asked the Board for consideration of the paving of his lengthy approx. 350' driveway as per our City Code. Currently, our Section 24.09 states the entire length must be paved from road to garage at a width of 15'. The Board will review this for discussion at the next Board Meeting on November 19. In the meantime, the City clerk will discuss the width issue with the City Engineer and contact Mr. Bettorf.

Sewer Updates

With the completion of the ongoing and open home permits, that are now  under construction, our total wastewater users will be 168.The City has outstanding accounts, 

totaling $1051.42. 


The diesel mechanic continues to work to get the Town and Country lift station

in operation. An account has been set up with Warrenton Oil for a diesel fuel delivery at both lift station locations.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

Communication from the City Attorney 
Per an email from City Attorney Matt Fairless:

1.  Fort Zumwalt – Flint Hill Elementary School:  As you remember, on September 26, 2014, I sent to the District a proposed Annexation Agreement under which the District would annex into the City, pay for the costs of the sewer line from Allen Ridge and improve Mexico Road at the School site.  Prior to sending that, I spoke with Bill Weber, the Assistant Superintendant-Facilities and Bernie DuBray, the Superintendant. In that conversation, they stated that they were going to explore their other options as to sanitary connection—a package treatment plant or connecting to the Wentzville/GM main).  

I followed up by e-mail last week with Bill Weber; he called me back and stated that they were still exploring their options on the sanitary line.  

Regardless of whether they choose to connect to the City’s sanitary system, they still have to deal with the City on improvements to Mexico Road—that is, Mexico Road is the City’s and they can require improvements to the road in consideration of the additional burden they are placing on the Road.  

Regardless of the agreement with respect to improvements to Mexico Road, the District may elect to annex into the City. 

2. Wentzville Agreement:  I have been “hounding” Jim Hetlage,  (the new Wentzville City Attorney,) on the Agreement.  His first draft returned the parties to the “base rate plus volume charge” and reduced the maximum flow that would be acceptable to Wentzville.   On August 27, I sent him my changes to the Agreement (which incorporated the understanding reached in October 2013 that Flint Hill is one single user, charged a “base rate” for each of its four connections).  Since that time I have asked for a response and not received anything.  On October 1, I received this e-mail:  “The Director or PW was out of town, but she is back now.  I had a productive conversation with Doug Lee the #2 in PW yesterday.  I hope to have something back to you soon.”  I have followed up with him twice since then, October 2 and October 9.  No further information at this point.
