Meeting called to order at 6:10 p.m. with roll call, approval of agenda and

The motion was seconded by Alderman Jacobsen. The City Clerk reports 4 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day, November 19, 2014.

Bill 2014-13 Amended Budget FY2014

Bill 2014-14 Budget FY2015


Alderman Schmidt made a motion to introduce Bill 2014-14 in the short form for a first time. Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.


After no further discussion, Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to table Bill 2014-14 until the December 3 Board Meeting. Alderman Carter seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.

5th Item: Mette Rd Annexation

Proposition A from the November ballot passed by the required majority of registered voters in Flint Hill. But it failed due to the 'non-vote' of the two residents within the parcel to be annexed, Jeff and Shelly Fluechel. Alderman Carter stated he had called them after we had received this news, from our City Attorney. He said that they relayed that they had not voted.

Information received form the Election Authority conflicts with this info from the residents. The City Attorney will review this with the Election Authority.

City Attorney Drew Weber referred to a legal summary on this annexation, that was copied for the Board members. State statute requires a 2 year waiting period before those properties could be attempted to be annexed again. That future date would be November 8, 2016.
6th Item:
Engineering Report

City Engineer Tom Rothermich has reviewed the Mexico Rd. Lift station specs and believes it has extra capacity and is sufficient at the present time to allow the two new connections in the near future. At some point a second pump may need to be installed as a back up at that location.
In other matters:

a) Daake Property Development: Volz Engineer and Survey has been surveying the property as they move forward with the project. The project will continue to have homes on our 1/2 acre minimum with no requested variances.

b) Hwy 40-61/Hwy P Interchange: Project is moving forward with construction to be completed by 2016.

c) Wentzville Agreement: Discussions with the new Public Works Director Sue Miller have been positive and plans are being made to meet again to discuss some inter-City issues.

d)Ft. Zumwalt School: With the connection being made with the Wentzville line, the school will be allowed to clear-cut their sewer hook-up if this is done before our Mexico Rd. Overlay. If after the new road overlay is completed, the line will have to be bored under Mexico Rd. 
7th Item:
Sewer Updates

With the completion of the ongoing and open home permits, that are now  under construction, our total wastewater users will be 168.The City has outstanding accounts, 

totaling $1086.49. But, a check was received from Mr. Ray Ostmann for $200, so that amount is reduced.

The 2030 Grothe Rd. St Theos Park is confirmed to be on the list of East Central Missouri Water for billing of sewer and water usage, during park events.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

Ft. Zumwalt School: City Attorney Matt Fairless  spoke with Bill Weber, the 
   Assistant Superintendant-Facilities and Bernie DuBray, the Superintendant.

   Wentzville sewer and water line across Mexico Rd. and using the County for all of 
    their permitting. Perhaps at some point they may wish to annex into Flint Hill.

Concerns remain that Flint Hill should be considered ONE resident and should not pay less than the residents of Wentzville and should present an INI plan. The
3.   City Attorney Drew Weber presented his research on modifying our driveway language in the City Code in consideration of the request by Bart Bettorf. The draft language modifying the required length to be no less than 100' on a longer driveway and a width as outlined of 8' will be presented to the Planning and Zoning Commission in January and that recommendation will then be presented to the Board at the January Board Meeting.
