With the completion of the ongoing and open home permits, that are now  under construction, our total wastewater users will be 168.The City has outstanding accounts, 

totaling $1604.15. 


The lift station at 1759 Grothe Rd. had total pump failure this week. The cost to replace is anticipated to be approximately $4700. Two other lift station failures caused a service call by Ofallon Sewer, today, December 3.

As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.
