Sewer Updates
Our total wastewater users are currently 170. The City has outstanding accounts, totaling $561.13. 

Our diesel mechanic Chris Stygar is now insured through our policy with Lindenwood Insurance, after discussion with Ted Cornett. The annual costs of $150 were deducted from his paycheck this month.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

Alderman Carter asked about news on the Wentzville Fire Protection District proposed new facility. Various properties are being considered on both sides of Hwy 64.    The Wentzville Fire Department is completing their ISO rating period in the  spring according to Chief John Schneider. Their timetable for the purchase of property for their new station and their transfer from their old station will occur within the next 6 months to a year.

City Attorney Matt Fairless continues to work on a draft of the Wentzville Agreement, Bill 2015-01 with the City of Wentzville. 


The status of the zoning and code issues at the 1748 Flint Hill Park Ln property

is that a letter was sent to the property owner Tom Loggia, TRL Holdings. A copy of the letter was provided to the Board. The Board made a motion for the City Attorney to initiate the next step in obtaining compliance with the property owner and disagrees with initiating rezoning or paying any rezoning fees on the behalf of the owner. 

The 2 contract agreements are in need of renewal as the franchise agreement with CREC is due to expire in April 2015 and the ECM contract has previously expired in November 2013. Legal work continues on both of these agreements with a possible draft

for March 2015.
