3rd Item:
Discussion of Highway P/Highway 61 Interchange Options 

St.Charles District #2 County Councilman Joe Cronin contacted the City and asked for their input on the proposed changes to the previous interchange design. City Engineer Tom Rothermich presented copies of these proposed design designs.


Option #1 the “Blue” Design is the basic diamond pattern intersection. Option #4,
the “Green” design option has a roundabout traffic pattern located north and east of the northbound Hwy 61 exit onto the existing Hwy P into Flint Hill.


After some discussion about safety and economic impact to the community; Alderman Jacobsen made the following motion. “In the spirit of cooperation with Wentzville, St. Charles County and MoDot to fix the dangerous Peine Road/Highway P/Highway 61 interchange, the Board prefers the roundabout design (Option 4).”  The motion was seconded by Alderman Jackson. The city Clerk reports 3 “yes,” 0 “no” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.


City Attorney Matt Fairless relayed that he would contact Councilman Joe Cronin with our design choice to forward to the attendees at the Wentzville Meeting, Thursday February 26. He would also ask Joe Cronin to relay our intents to finalize the Wentzville Agreement with the City of Flint Hill.
