1st Item: 
Pledge of Allegiance

2nd Item:
Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of agenda and minutes
Mayor Doug Wynn called the meeting to order. Alderman Jackson                    made a motion to approve the agenda with Item 7; Bill 2015-08 CREC Agreement moved into Closed Session, Item 16. Alderman Schmidt seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.
A copy of the written February 18, 2015 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman  Schmidt made a motion to approve the regular Board meeting minutes, from the February 18, 2015 Board Meeting. The motion was seconded by Alderman Jacobsen. The City Clerk reports 4 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day,  March 18, 2015.
A copy of the written February 25, 2015 special meeting minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman Jackson made a motion to approve the special Board meeting minutes, from the February 25, 2015 Board Meeting. The motion was seconded by Alderman Jacobsen. St. Charles County Police-Neighborhood Watch Presentation


Lt. Craig Ostemeyer, District Commander for Patrol, and Officer Richard Crouch were in attendance and introduced themselves and presented info about what services the St. Charles County police provides all residents.

Officer Crouch, as Community Education Officer gave a presentation on setting up the Neighborhood Watch program in Flint Hill. Residents  interested in becoming street/block captains will contact the Officer or City Clerk as we begin to organize and implement the actual Neighborhood Watch program,

Open Forum 

A large group of residents were in attendance for the Neighborhood Watch program, in light of the recent burglaries in the area. A lengthy question and answer session was held with the two officers. The Mayor and Board thanked the officers and entered into their regular Board meeting after the nearly one hour presentation and Q&A session with the community.
5th Item:
Bill 2015-06 Private Water Supply


Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to remove Bill 2015-06 from the table. Alderman Schmidt seconded the motion. The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.

City Attorney Matt Fairless discussed the highlights of this bill including the application of our existing 2009 Plumbing Codes which states that a residence must connect to a public water supply if that line is within 200’ of their property. If unavailable, a residence may install/drill a well for their private water supply.

Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to read Bill 2015-06 in the short form for a second time. Alderman Schmidt seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.
Bill 2015-06 was read in the short form for a second time.

6th Item:
Bill 2015-07 ECM-Alliance Agreement


Attorney Matt Fairless described the renewal of this 20 year franchise agreement. By state statute any utility franchise must be on the ballot for voter approval. At the present time, research indicates this may not have occurred 20 years ago. The City Clerk has asked the County Election Authority for any records pertaining to this agreement.

Additionally, the City of Flint Hill has a separate agreement with ECM-Alliance to collect data from water meter readings and then bill and collect from the residents the corresponding wastewater bills based on that water usage.


After no further discussion, Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to introduce Bill 2015-07. That motion was seconded by Alderman Jackson. The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.


Alderman Schmidt made a motion to read Bill 2015-07 in the short form for a first time. Alderman Jackson seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.

Bill 2015-07 was read in the short form for a first time.

Alderman Schmidt voiced concern over what other cities using ECM-Alliance for water/sewer billing were paying for their services and asked the City Clerk to present that information at the April 22, 2015 Board Meeting. Alderman Jacobsen asked questions regarding our winter billing/winter ‘usage’ cycle. The City Clerk will research and report her findings in April.
          Awaiting further information, Alderman Schmidt made  a motion to table Bill 2015-07 until the April 22, 2015 Meeting. Alderman Carter seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.

8th Item: St Theodore Church – 2015 Liquor License Approval

Sewer Updates
Our total wastewater users are currently 171. The City has outstanding accounts, totaling $626.03. 

With an incomplete Wentzville Agreement; as of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per 161 users, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. 

The City Clerk was contacted by the Wentzville Finance office and questioned where the 161 number of users had been obtained. This appears to be in conjunction with the City Attorney’s statement that he had been contacted, via email, by the new Wentzville Attorney Hetlage; who is wishing to move forward with a draft of the Wentzville Agreement.

Communication from the City Attorney 

City Attorney Matt Fairless continues to work on a draft of the Wentzville Agreement, Bill 2015-01 with the City of Wentzville after being contacted by the new Wentzville City Attorney.

The current status of the zoning and code issues at the 1748 Flint Hill Park Ln property is that a letter was sent to the property owner Tom Loggia, TRL Holdings. A copy of the letter was provided to the Board. Also submitted to the Board was a plot plan/survey submitted by Mr. Loggia to the City Attorney. The property owner is communicating with the attorney on a regular basis to update the progress which is being made. 
Alderman Schmidt stated the property has been in non-compliance for over 10 years. The Board agreed that progress is being made and wished the property owner to 
744continue to clean up the property first. The continued future goals and efforts will be to rezone to I-1 Light Industrial to allow the usage of the storage of materials and the additional tenant landscaping company to store his business equipment. Secondly, to legally record the previous subdivide will remain the final objective for the property owner, Mr. Loggia of TRL Holdings. In light of continued expenses paid by the City towards efforts by Bob Barclay as Zoning Enforcement Official and by City Attorney 

to gain final compliance; the Board does not wish to waive any fees for public hearings, rezoning and subdivide costs for the owner Mr. Loggia of TRL Holdings at the present time. The Board remains positive in light of these first steps toward compliance and cooperation with the City.
