587 Mexico Rd. These  easements for a 10 ft. wide utility easement, a permanent sight-distance easement and utility right-of-way easements have been drafted with legal descriptions and reviewed by legal and engineering.

Bill 2015-09- Wayne Baumbach-Wischmeyer Electric Agreement

Wayne Baumbach was in attendance, at our May Board Meeting, to discuss his proposed service as emergency weekend and evening coverage for future wastewater emergencies after City Engineer Tom Rothermich has now moved to the Kansas City area. As he has recently moved into Flint Hill and has experience working as a subcontractor on the electric on our lift stations. He began on June 1, 2015 to provide coverage on this emergency basis for a $60 monthly cellphone reimbursement and any electrical repairs, or breaker re-sets, etc. will be billed thru his company Wischmeyer Electric at the rate of $84 dollars an hour. His company provides full coverage and workmen’s compensation, so he will not need to be added to our existing policy. At request of Alderman Jacobsen, the City Clerk will request a copy of his insurance declaration page of coverage for City files.
The proposed agreement was drafted and submitted to Wayne Baumbach for his review and approval and was proposed to the Board. Also, Wayne Baumbach will shadow Steve Sozniak, of Ofallon Sewer during the next scheduled maintenance to familiarize himself with all 9 lift station locations.

6th Item:
Bill 2015-10 Mexico Rd Interceptor Line
 This issue was discussed at the April Board Meeting as follows after the Board read the email from the City Engineer, Tom Rothermich:
“When the Griffey folks were building on the east side there were problems locating where to tie their sewer lone into.  That area has no good records because the lift station and tie ins were designed on the fly during construction of the system and no one made as builts of the change.  I met with the sewer contractor and was not able to give him a definite location of the main in that area.  He showed me a line that he said was coming from FHCE that he wanted to tap.  I knew we had nothing coming from there to this area and came to the conclusion that it was Jim Dickherber's lateral.  Unusual in that it is a 6-in line.  The contractor tapped on to that lateral with my approval as opposed to trying to find where the line actually was.  Fast forward to a call I got from Jim Dickherber about the tap and his concern that if there is an issue, he may be held liable. There is no problem with two homes being on the same lateral, especially since it is a 6-in line.  But it now becomes an interceptor line and the City should take ownership of it.  The same sort of situation is about to happen with the new Hoffmann/Cox homes.  They will be sharing a discharge line from a private lift station.  I believe the City should work on setting easements and taking ownership of these two lines.”


This solution was for a formal agreement with Mr. Jim Dickherber regarding his 6” lateral line, with the additional connection point from the Griffey home becoming an interceptor line. Alderman Boehmer has met with Mr. Dickherber, but no formal agreement had been reached. The completion of the legal description by City Engineer Tom Rothermich will be done by the July 15 Board Meeting.

Compton Fireworks Special Use Permit Renewal


The Board discussed the renewal application fee of $4000.00 and the permit that had been received from Compton Fireworks to open their fireworks stand at 2222 Hwy 61/N. Service Rd. This is the same location as in previous years and all required building permits and approvals will be obtained through Wentzville Fire Protection District. Our Building Official Bob Barclay and City Engineer Tom Rothermich have stated that the inspections by Wentzville Fire Protection District are more than adequate, and they would be duplicating their efforts. The Board agreed that the fire district inspections would stand as the sole set of inspections for all fireworks permits. Board tentatively discussed increasing business permit or special use permit cost for this type of business next year with City Attorney.

10th Item: 
Engineering Report 


City Engineer Tom Rothermich was not in attendance and reported he had completed a few sewer tap connection/inspections and provided updates on the following issues:

1) Chuck Hoffman-Mexico Rd property- Future home for Mr. Hoffman and Mr. Cox

have contacted Sandy May and received tentative approval for septics on each 1+/- Acre lot. A variance will be needed, to approve septic systems, on a less than 3 acre tract per our zoning code. Variance applications have been sent to Chuck Hoffman. Email communications have continued from Mr. Hoffman, for Bob Barclay and City Clerk. He stated he is ready to have his soil perc test for septic. Building Official Bob Barclay reminded him that a variance approval would be needed. Adjacent property owner Erica Neiderhelm has contacted the City Clerk and remains concerned about a septic placed on such a small tract. She also mentioned the entire 2 lots of Cox and Hoffman have been totally flooded and photographed the area. She plans on forwarding those photos to Sandy may, with the County.
2) Daake Subdivision- City Clerk and Engineer were contacted by Mrs. Adele Daake

regarding her desire to route her sewer line directly to the Wentzville Plant. More info is requested, as no definite site or engineering plan have been viewed and all plans are just speculating at this point.

Tom Rothermich has now spoken to Tim Volz about the Daake tract and sent him the sewer plans for that area.  They want to tie in to the line behind Mannino's, Bears, Bross's and the Church.  The will need to install a lift station to do so that will be deeded over to the city.  City Engineer relayed that the City would need to approve the design of the lift station and the rest of the system.
3) Matt Bross was contacted by Tom Rothermich to ask his tenants to contain their farm animals in a fenced area.
11th Item:
Sewer Updates
Our total wastewater users are currently 171, with user # 172 and 173 for new homes under construction. The City has outstanding accounts, totaling $151.36. Our ECM check, for $3950.28 was received and deposited in our Wastewater Fund account which allowed the payment to Wentzville of $4669, and we also received a sewer tap fee for the Rogers’ home leaving a balance of approx. $2000. At this time, the Wastewater Fund ‘owes’ the General Fund the amount of $1599.05 for the clean-up of the Eldridge home on Jessie Ct.

With an incomplete Wentzville Agreement; as of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per 161 users, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.

City Attorney Matt Fairless continues to work on a draft of the Wentzville Agreement, Bill 2015-01 with the City of Wentzville after being contacted by the new Wentzville City Attorney.

The current status of the zoning and code issues at the 1748 Flint Hill Park Ln property is that a letter was sent in February to the property owner Tom Loggia, TRL Holdings. The property owner is communicating with the attorney on a regular basis to update the clean-up progress which is being made. Some of the junk, and trash has been removed but other items have been added to the illegal outdoor storage.

At this time, no further berms or plantings for screening have been completed at 1748 Flint Hill Park Ln. Also, no measures to rezone to I-1/Light Industrial (to allow for outside storage of materials,) or  to correct the previous illegal subdivide or submission of a site plan for City Planning and Zoning review have been made by the owner Mr Loggia of TRL Holdings.

The County has now cited Mr. Loggia and issued a summons for court on May 28. The City Attorney asked the Board for direction and it was suggested to let the County attempt to handle the matter. Their suggested method would be removal of all items and charging a lien on Mr. Loggia’s property. Court was held and is now continued to May 25. The City Clerk was asked to attend by the County Prosecutor, and the City Attorney will also be in attendance.
