The July 2015 Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. 
1st Item: 
Pledge of Allegiance

2nd Item:
Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of agenda and minutes
Mayor Doug Wynn called the meeting to order. Alderman Westhoff                 made a motion to approve the agenda. Alderman Jacobsen seconded the motion approving the agenda with those changes. The city clerk reports 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.

A copy of the written June 17, 2015 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The City Clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman Schmidt made a motion to approve the regular Board meeting minutes, from the June 17, 2015 Board Meeting. The motion was seconded by Alderman Westhoff.  The City Clerk reports 4 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day,  July 15, 2015.

4th Item:
Bill 2015-10 Mexico Rd Interceptor Line
 This issue was discussed at the April Board Meeting as follows after the Board read the email from the City Engineer, Tom Rothermich:
“When the Griffey folks were building on the east side there were problems locating where to tie their sewer lone into.  That area has no good records because the lift station and tie ins were designed on the fly during construction of the system and no one made as builts of the change.  I met with the sewer contractor and was not able to give him a definite location of the main in that area.  He showed me a line that he said was coming from FHCE that he wanted to tap.  I knew we had nothing coming from there to this area and came to the conclusion that it was Jim Dickherber's lateral.  Unusual in that it is a 6-in line.  The contractor tapped on to that lateral with my approval as opposed to trying to find where the line actually was.  Fast forward to a call I got from Jim Dickherber about the tap and his concern that if there is an issue, he may be held liable. There is no problem with two homes being on the same lateral, especially since it is a 6-in line.  But it now becomes an interceptor line and the City should take ownership of it.  The same sort of situation is about to happen with the new Hoffmann/Cox homes.  They will be sharing a discharge line from a private lift station.  I believe the City should work on setting easements and taking ownership of these two lines.”


This solution was for a formal agreement with Mr. Jim Dickherber regarding his 6” lateral line, with the additional connection point from the Griffey home becoming an interceptor line. Alderman Boehmer has met previously with Mr. Dickherber, but no formal agreement had been reached. Mr. Jim Dickherber was in attendance and expressed his opinion, that he should have been consulted about the sewer connection being made into his own private lateral line. He said he wishes the new City interceptor line to begin at a point approximately 15’ further toward his home. He also requested that his yard be repaired at the connection point. Alderman Boehmer suggested a marker be placed there to note the connection point.


The Board thanked Mr. Dickherber for his attendance and his patience with getting this resolved.  A copy of the draft ordinance, 2015-10, paperwork was given to Mr. Dickherber for his review. The completion of the legal description by City Engineer Tom Rothermich and signatures obtained from Mr. Jim Dickherber will be done by the August Board Meeting. And the City Engineer will contact Chip Griffey, contractor of the new Griffey Home, to restore Mr. Dickherbers’ yard to its previous condition prior to the sewer tap into Mr. Dickherber’s lateral line.

Alderman Westhoff made a motion to table  Bill 2015-10 in the short form until the August  Board Meeting. Alderman Schmidt seconded the motion.  The vote is reported as 4 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes.  Motion carried.
5th Item: 
Engineering Report 


City Engineer Tom Rothermich was not in attendance and reported he had completed a few sewer tap connection/inspections and provided updates on the following issues:

1) Grantham Estates: The proposed Daake Subdivision as submitted by Volz Engineering has a reduced amount of homes as was required by the Board at the original September proposal. The submission now consists of 22 homes, instead of 26. Plans are in the works for some type for some type of lift station to be reviewed and approved by our City Engineer; and for the line to connect into the line running down Hwy P behind Manninos/Kneemiller property. That lift station will eventually need to be deeded over to the City.

The zoning of the property was originally Agriculture and then rezoned from the Daake family to Commercial, for the intended usage of a nursing home. Subsequently, the property was re-zoned as part of our Downtown Special District.

The proposed 22 home subdivision is submitted as a PUD, applying Section 17 of our Zoning Code. That application would allow for a density average concept, of open space, parks, etc. to coordinate with an accepted lesser lot size, averaged as ½ acre, as applied in our Code. Section 17.07 1. 
The current Grantham Estates plan has 22 lots averaging ½ acre according to City Engineer Tom Rothermich who verified the Volz Engineering calculations. In further discussion, the Board expressed concern over the less than ½ acre lot size although it is allowed in the Zoning Code. Alderman Schmidt and Attorney Matt Fairless will meet with the Daake family.
6th Item:
Sewer Updates
Our total wastewater users are currently 171, with user # 172 and 173 for new homes under construction. The City has outstanding accounts, totaling $372.46. Our ECM check, for $3749.97 was received and deposited in our Wastewater Fund account which allowed the payment to Wentzville of $4669, leaving a balance of approx. $1700. At this time, the Wastewater Fund ‘owes’ the General Fund the amount of $1599.05 for the clean-up of the Eldridge home on Jessie Ct. With our recent T&C lift station repair over the weekend, an upcoming bill form Ofallon Sewer will be estimated at $2100. In addition, the work authorized by the Board last year, for Gary Crowder to be reimbursed by receipt, for rock and grading up to $2000. has now begun. 

With an incomplete Wentzville Agreement; as of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per 161 users, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025. 
Alderman Dave Schmidt left the meeting.

City Attorney Matt Fairless continues to work on a draft of the Wentzville Agreement, Bill 2015-01 with the City of Wentzville after being contacted by the new Wentzville City Attorney.

In regards to the case with owner Mr. Loggia and his property at 1748 Flint Hill Park Ln;  St. Charles County court was held on June  25 for this case. The City Clerk was asked to attend by the County Prosecutor, and the City Attorney will also be in attendance. The current status of the zoning and code issues at the 1748 Flint Hill Park Ln property is that the County finds the defendant guilty as charged and sentences Mr. Loggia to a fine of $300.50 plus court costs of $7.50. The Defendant is ordered to remove all property by August 27 at which time a status hearing will be held.


The City Attorney will research and confirm with the City Clerk, the statutory requirements for budget regarding our new property tax to be imposed this year.
