City Engineer Tom Rothermich was not in attendance and City Clerk had relayed a message from the Demien Construction project manager who wished to discuss a new entrance on Mexico Rd for the Ft Zumwalt School project.
11th Item:
Sewer Updates
Our total wastewater users are currently 171, with user # 172 and 173 for new homes under construction. The City has outstanding accounts, totaling $435.27. Our ECM check, for $4848.57 was received and deposited in our Wastewater Fund account which allowed the payment to Wentzville of $4669, leaving a balance of approx. $2200. 
At this time, the Wastewater Fund ‘owes’ the General Fund the amount of $1599.05 for the clean-up of the Eldridge home on Jessie Ct. With our recent T&C lift station repair, an upcoming bill form Ofallon Sewer will be estimated at $2100. In addition, the work authorized by the Board last year, for Gary Crowder to be reimbursed by receipt, for rock and grading up to $2000. has now begun. 

With an incomplete Wentzville Agreement; as of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville continues to charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per 161 users, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.
