1st Item:
Call to order, roll call and approval of agenda and minutes

Chairman Brown opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. and the City Clerk took roll call. Mr. Blattel                   made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 2015 P&Z meeting. The motion was seconded by Mr. Eldridge.  The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

The City Clerk stated there had been a change in the agenda, as the revised version submitted by City Attorney Matt Fairless, had inadvertently omitted Agenda Item 7. Resolution No. 18 Grantham Estates, Agenda Item No. 9. Resolution 17-FEMA language and Agenda Item 10. Adjournment. (The posted agenda due to the Public Hearing had not been altered.) Mr. Eldridge made a motion to accept the changes in the agenda and the motion as seconded by Mr. Blattel. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

2nd Item:
 Public Hearing – Zoning Ordinance Amendment

                         Article 12-A: DSD-Downtown Special District

Mr. Eldridge made a motion to open the Public Hearing for the Article 12-A: DSD-Downtown Special District Ordinance Amendment. Mr. Perkins seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.


In order to develop the less than ½ acre lots, as some of the existing lots in the DSD are non-conforming. The Board of Aldermen requested that the language be reviewed for revision.

Mr.  Eldridge made a motion to close the Public Hearing. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.
3rd Item:         Resolution No. 15 – Zoning Ordinance Amendment
                        Article 12-A: DSD-Downtown Special District


Discussion began after the City Attorney presented the proposed language changes as submitted by the Board of Aldermen as applicant.


Mr. Blattel  made a motion to approve Resolution No. 15. Mr. Eldridge seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.                          Section 24.09 Private Street Driveways


Mr. Perkins made a motion to open the Public Hearing for the Zoning Ordinance Amendment Section 24.09 Private Street Driveways. The discussion ensued concerning the issue of some driveways and responsibility for the placement of expansion joints on the homeowner and/or the homeowners contractor.
Mr. Blattel  made a motion to close the Public Hearing. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

5th Item:
Resolution No. 16 - Zoning Ordinance Section 
            Section 24.09: Private Off- Street Driveway Paving
After no further discussion, Mr. Eldridge made a motion to approve the changed language to Section 24.09. Mrs. Bowman seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 “yes, 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. The recommendation for modifying Section 24.09 will be presented to the Board at their September 22, 2015 Board Meeting.

6th Item:
Grantham Estates-Preliminary Plat Review


The Grantham Estates Preliminary Plat review was performed by City Engineer Tom Rothermich 

under  the current language of our Zoning Ordinance for Preliminary Plats and the DSD zoning district.

Under the current Zoning Ordinance there are no outstanding issues which would prohibit its approval from the City Engineer review standpoint. 
Volz Engineer Jeff Atkins stated there were 23 lots currently, which presents slightly under (1- 100th of an acre) less than the “half-acre average” if the plan is changed to be presented under a PUD. Questions were asked by some commission members of the actual square footage requirement of a half acre. If the Grantham Estates proposal is continued under a PUD, then an Area Plan would be needed which requires a Public Hearing and notification of all property owners within 185 feet of the proposed development.

7th Item:
Resolution No. 18 – Grantham Estates

                        Preliminary Plat Review 

After no further discussion, Mr. Eldridge made a motion to approve the changed language of Resolution 18. Mr. Blattel seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 “yes, 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. The recommendation for the Grantham Estates will be presented to the Board at their September 22, 2015 Board Meeting.

8th Item:
Resolution 17: FEMA language

Article 4, Subdivision Regulations, Flood Hazard Prevention

Language changes as required by FEMA to be adopted by the City of Flint Hill by December, 2015 in order to be eligible for any federal monies. Chairman Brown stated he had not received the info in a timely manner to review and suggested a vote as ‘present’ only from all members.
A motion was made for  “present,’ for the Resolution No. 17 - Article 4, Subdivision Regulations, Flood Hazard Prevention by Mr. Eldridge. Mr.  Perkins seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 8 “yes, 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. The recommendation for modifying Article 4, Subdivision Regulations, Flood Hazard Prevention will be presented to the Board at their October 2015 Board Meeting.
